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1. RESUMO

O objetivo deste artigo é apresentar uma visdo historica, criticas e uma breve discusséo sobre as
perspectivas futuras do Programa Nacional de Conservacdo de Derivados de Petroleo e Gas Natural
(CONPET). A partir de uma abordagem focada nas crises da década de 70, o artigo traz as primeiras
iniciativas de conservagdo de petrdleo no Brasil. Tanto a origem, quanto os objetivos do CONPET sao,
entdo, descritos. O artigo critica a organizacdo do programa e seus principais resultados nestes primeiros
12 anos de existéncia. Verifica-se que o programa nunca recebeu apoio suficiente do governo, sendo
inteiramente gerenciado pela Petrobras, a qual é responsavel por manter tal iniciativa a despeito das
turbuléncias econémicas e politicas que o pais atravessou neste periodo. Suas iniciativas sdo limitadas em
escopo e abrangéncia. Além disso, a falta de adequados instrumentos de verificacdo é uma das maiores
dificuldades para medicdo dos resultados a longo prazo das acgdes do programa. Finalmente, o artigo
discute sobre as perspectivas futuras do CONPET, sugerindo novas estratégias para a conservacao de gas
natural e derivados de petroleo no Brasil.

2. ABSTRACT

This paper aims to present an historical overview, some criticisms and a brief
discussion about future perspective for the Brazilian National Program for Petroleum Products and Natural
Gas Conservation (CONPET). Initially focusing on the 1970's energy crisis period, the paper starts by
tracking backward early initiatives for oil conservation in Brazil. The origin, as well as the principies of
CONPET, is then described. The paper criticises CONPET's organisation and main achievements over its
first 12 years of existence since 1991. The Program has never received enough support from the
government, having been managed by the National Oil Company, Petrobrés, which is responsible for
keeping the initiative alive despite ali major economic and political turmoil experienced by the country
during this period. The actions implemented by CONPET are limited in scope and wideness. Moreover,
the lack of adequate accountability instruments is highlighted as a major difficult to measure the long-term
results from those actions. Finally, the paper discusses about CONPET's future perspective and concludes
proposing new strategies for petroleum products and natural gas conservation in Brazil.
